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The STAA’s implementing regulations provide that the Board must notify the
parties and the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) within 30 calendar days if the Board
determines that it will review the ALJ’s decision.®> The Board issued no such order in
this case. Accordingly, the parties are notified that the case has not been accepted for
review. Furthermore, the ALJ’s March 2, 2012 Decision and Order has become the final
order of the Department of Labor.”
